First of all, thank you for purchasing custom artwork from the PaperSpongedotcom Etsy store.

Welcome to the world of Image Transfer!  
PROCESS 1:  The overall easiest method is to use iron-on photo transfer sheets/paper.  Avery is the preferred manufacturer of this product. “T-Shirt Transfer” package.  But there are other manufacturers out there.  Be sure and practice before you transfer your intended design or project.  Expect to mess up a little but you’ll be an expert in no time and see how much fun this is.

The image you have purchased will be in black.  You can, however, make it any color you prefer with simple graphic editing software or programs.  And the image can be enlarged up to three times its size by reducing the resolution in proportion as you do it.  Ex: A 10” x 10” image at 300 dpi can be enlarged to 30” x30” if you make the resolution 100 dpi.  You can retain the sharpness of the image by doing this.
QUICK TIPS:
-- Remember!  If you have spelling on your iron-on design, you need to print it backwards or flipped.  Most printer software has this as an option in your printer preferences when you click to print.  This is because the iron-on transfer paper is placed face down, so you will have a mirror image of what you are transferring.  The rule of thumb is when you’ve printed on your transfer paper, hold it up to light with the ironing side toward you and you can see how it will print through the paper.
-- Use an ironing board or something similar under your fabric you’re ironing on to.
-- The general rule is 90 seconds of ironing, but the directions on the paper you buy will have specific directions.
-- After ironing, let the image cool completely.  Then just peel the ironing backing paper off and Voila!  You’ve got a successful transfer!

PROCESS 2: You can also iron on freezer paper or waxpaper (wax side to fabric back).  It is used as a backing to run your fabric through your printer.  This allows the inkjet to print directly onto the fabric.  You’ll have to check about fabric inks or permanence unless you don’t plan to wash it.
